Tri-City Red Blasts Tri-City Blue
in Opening Round of SS8 Playoffs

After Thurston drew a five pitch walk, Goldman hit a single into left field that allowed Diekoff to score,
ending the game.

Kleppe led the Red offense, going 3-4 with three RBI. Goldman was 2-4 with two RBI and a run
scored, while Both, Diekoff and Folska all had two hits and one RBI. Leo Fleischhacker threw the final
two innings, allowing no hits and striking out three batters.

Tri-City Red advances into the winner's bracket, and will take on Lino Lakes at 3 p.m. Wednesday.
Lino advanced, thanks to a 9-3 upset over the no. 3 seed, Chisago Lakes.
