RULES FOR DISTRICT TOURNAMENT

DIVISION 1

All games will be played under National American Le-
gion Baseball rules. Some highlights are:

1. Games will be 9 innings, with a 10-run-rule imposed
after 7 innings (6-1/2 if home team is ahead).

2. No re-entry is allowed.

3. A designated hitter (DH), if used, is allowed for the
pitcher only.

4. No courtesy runners are allowed.

5. No pitcher may pitch more than 12 innings in three
consecutive days. No pitcher may have more than 4 ap-
pearances in three consecutive days.

6. Base coaches must wear helmets.

7. Catchers must wear masks when warming up pitchers.

8. Bat persons must be at least 12 years old, and wear a
properly fitted helmet with a double ear flap.

ADDITIONAL LOCAL RULES

1. Team listed on top of the bracket pairing has the first
base dugout (this rule is waived for the “if necessary”
game).

2. In the winner’s bracket, the highest seeded team is the
home team. In the loser’s bracket and the “if neces-
sary” game, the home team will be determined by a
coin flip.

3. In case of weather related issues, the Director or their
representative will confer with the tournament chair
(host) to adjust the game schedule.

4. NO changing of uniforms on the field. Please do it in
the dugout or a bathroom.

5. The American Legion Baseball Code of Sportsman-
ship shall be read before every game:

Keep my temper.

Keep myself fit.

Keep a stout heart in defeat.

Keep my pride under in victory.
